Points of View Reference Center— A database of over 200 topics with an overview, point (argument) and counterpoint (opposing
argument), a Guide to Critical Analysis, periodical and newspaper articles, book sections, biographies, primary source documents,
images, and video. Topics include affirmative action, alternative medicine, cloning, gun control, immigration, Iraqg, stem cell research,
and many more. Also included are guides on debating, developing arguments, evaluating sources, writing papers, and more.
