John Philip Duck by Patricia Polacco
[PZ 7 .P75186 Jo 2004]

While most children in our area will not be familiar with the famous ducks
that serve as entertainment and living “decorations” at Memphis’ renowned
Peabody Hotel, many parents will — and even if they aren’t, this is a great
story to use to introduce children to history, geography, science, and more!

Polacco’s fictionalized account of the legend of the Peabody Ducks features
a little boy, Edward Pembroke, who works at the Peabody with his father
during the Depression. Edward loves John Philip Sousa marches and he
also loves nature. When he finds an abandoned duckling on his family’s
farm one weekend, he is permitted to keep it and even takes it back to the
Peabody with him, where he teaches the duck to perform when Sousa
marches play. Although he tries to keep his pet a secret, the hotel manager
eventually finds out when he catches John Philip Duck in the grand hotel’s
fountain. Edward’s pitch to make trained ducks a regular feature earns him
the respect of his boss and secures his position at the Peabody — and in
history — indefinitely. A heart-warming and exciting story that will have
everyone cheering for Edward and John Philip as they try to make way for
ducklings, indeed! A children’s book that everyone will enjoy.

Dixie Chicken

Poppy Seed Chicken Casserole

5 chicken breast halves

1 can cream of chicken soup
1 8-0z. carton sour cream

1 stack Ritz crackers

1 stick margarine or butter

1 Tbsp. poppy seeds

Boil chicken — tear into bite-sized pieces. Put in
87x8” baking dish. Mix soup and sour cream, spoon
over chicken. Crush Ritz crackers and toss with melted
margarine or butter and poppy seeds and spread over
chicken mixture. Bake at 350 for 30 minutes. (Double
recipe for 97x13” dish.)
